SafeHouse is committed to breaking the cycle of élessness, and to restoring emotional, and physsd
iency — the Transitional Living Program does exatitlt! Residents have the opportunity to gain
independent living skills in a supervised apartneatting, for up to 18 months. Each resident wat&sely
with a case manager to secure employment, andfoplete high school/GED requirements to pursue éirth
education opportunities.

This unique program offers each resident comprebetige skills classes. Over the past year, 28a&prs
from our local community have presented topics imgnfrom personal banking, relationships, career
advice, education advancement, and general hestttettwice monthly workshops.

Robert T. was accepted to additional transitiomaiding. He now works as a maintenance technieiaah,is
enrolled in an electronics course at RCC. Jimnwak in foster care and was unable to read ané.wke
now works for FedEX, is enrolled in a school farck driving, and has transitioned to Section 8 s Af-
ter experiencing the loss of her grandmother, weided Shannon G. with housing, taught her basindi
skills, and offered her grief counseling. We ageyvproud of her accomplishments — she workedtiiué
and finished her AA degree in June 2008. We asbisér to get accepted and enrolled at Howard Wsitye
in Washington. We also celebrated the graduatichresidents who received their GED's.
